It takes courage to stand up for the truth. This Gospel reminds us not to be afraid to speak out for what is
right and true. Courage helps us to do many great things: to resist temptations, to overcome obstacles and
to face our fears when we have followed what is good.

The word ‘courage’ comes from the Latin word for ‘heart’ and it basically means that you are brave.
Courage is a gift of the Holy Spirit — it makes us strong. Putting our faith in Jesus and his teachings gives
us the courage to do the right thing. How can we have more courage? Perhaps we can: develop our
friendship with God through prayer; ask God for more courage; put our faith in Jesus and his teachings;
support and encourage each other always to do what we know to be right — even if we are afraid.
