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Further Information on reopening of schools

As announced by the government on Monday 11" May, school may possibly reopen for children in FY,
Year 1 and Year 6 only, if they deem it safe to do so.

Children will not be admitted into school unless a
response has been received due to the social distancing measures put in place.

Please note there will be no penalty imposed for any child not attending school this academic year.
